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The President Of HRAS

Is Prevented From Leaving Syria Again

Today morning, the Syrian security authorities have prevented Mr. Haytham Al-Maleh- President of The Human Rights Association in Syria (HRAS)- from leaving the country through International Airport of Damascus. The lawyer Haytham Al-Maleh was on his way to the United Arab Emirates “on a family visit” when he was prevented from leaving the country. This prevention was because of the speech he had made in front of the Human Rights Committee of the German Parliament on the International Day of Human Rights. Knowing that he hold  previously two seminars in the same subject concerning the human rights status under the emergency law which took place in two Syrian cities Damascus and Al Suwaydaa .
Mr. Haytham Al-Maleh was forbidden from leaving Syria since last year and he had the permition only two months ago when he was officially invited by the German Parliament and after the affirmation of the complaints office in the Syrian Ministry of the Republic Presidential Affairs- in its document (number 1515/ sh ) that no prevention procedure is forced upon him.

Two Syrian security sections yesterday called Mr. Haytham in the morning and evening and he was questioned there for more than five hours.

It is worth mentioning too that two lawyers :Mr. Anwar Al-Bunni and Ms Razan Zaitouneh activists in HRAS , are also until now prevented from leaving Syria.

The continuous policy of the Syrian security sections calling out and restricting the freedom of the Syrian human rights activists by preventing them from leaving the country is considered as arbitrary procedures according to the declaration of the human rights defenders protection and it is considered also as a violation of their rights ,protected by the local and the international laws of liberty and self- safety.

HRAS claims for the respect of the freedom and the rights of the activists and defenders of human rights and for the abolishing of all the arbitrary procedures forced upon them.  
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
